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As one enters the Chapel on our Charlton campus, 
eyes drift up to the beautiful stained glass windows 
situated above the altar.  The name of this stunning 
work is “Christ and the Pilgrims” and they were created 
by the renowned artist John LaFarge (1835-1910). He 
was a contemporary of the famed Louis C. Tiffany and 
also revolutionized the art of stained glass.  LaFarge 
created numerous one-of-a-kind masterpieces for 
many churches, museums and private homes through-
out the world.  
 
Although there are thousands to list, including water-
colors and oil paintings, some notable LaFarge pieces 
can be seen in the Museum of Fine Arts and Trinity 
Church in Boston, the Vanderbilt Mansions in New 
York and one of his most famous pieces, “Peacock 
and Peonies” is housed in the Worcester Art Museum.

“Christ and the Pilgrims” was originally commissioned 
as a memorial window for Mr. and Mrs. William G. 
Means for Mount Vernon Church in Boston. After the 
close of the church, the LaFarge windows eventually 
became the breathtaking addition to the James C. 
Nichol, Jr. Chapel.    
 
For two residents of

Both being mem-
bers of The Over-
look Chorus, they 
performed in the 
Chapel for a Hos-
pice Memorial Ser-
vice. During the ser-
vice they noticed 
the names of the 
people the LaFarge 
windows were dedicated 
to: William Gordon 
Means and Martha Allen Means.  Having just attended 
a family reunion, the names were very familiar.�The 
Means were Noni’s great, great, grandparents.  “I feel 
like having the windows here increases my sense of 
ownership and belonging and reinforces my belief that 
John and I were meant to be here,” said Noni. 
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The demands on a fam-
ily’s time are greater than 
ever.  It is well docu-
mented that the 
“sandwich” generation 
(those who currently care 
for both aging parents 
and young children) are 
finding their increased 
responsibilities nearly 
impossible to accom-
plish.  This has led to a 
demand for services from

 Supervision of every care plan is provided by a 
nurse as well as oversight of the caregiver in the 
home to ensure that they can meet all the patient’s 
needs.  All care is provided by Home Health Aides, 
Nursing Assistants, Homemakers and Compan-
ions.  The home health aides and nursing assis-
tants all have been through extensive training and 
certification.  
 
“With each passing year more and more families 
are looking for solutions to everyday challenges,” 
said Wayne Regan, President of Overlook VNA.
